PIPEX 2008 
 

The Pacific International Philatelic Exhibition (PIPEX) is the annual stamp show and exhibition of 
the Northwest Federation of Stamp Clubs.  The Federation encompasses 32 stamp clubs in 
Alaska, Washington, Oregon, Idaho, and Montana.   

 
PIPEX 2008 will be held May 30th, 31st, and June 1st in Seattle on the Seattle Center grounds. A 

detailed Seattle Center map may be found at: 
http://www.seattlecenter.com/information/map.asp.  Show hours are 10 to 6 Friday and 
Saturday, and 10 to 4 on Sunday. 

 
PIPEX will be held in the Rainier, Olympic and Orcas rooms at the northwest corner of the 

Center, just north of Key Arena.  The show will consist of a 25 dealer stamp bourse and a stamp 
exhibit of 2500 pages. The Pacific Northwest Postal History Society, the Northwest Chapter of 

the American Airmail Society, the Chang Qing Long Chapter of the China Society, and Women 
Exhibitors will be holding meetings at the show. 

 
Youth Stamp Collectors (YSC, a non-profit group) will run a youth area throughout the three day 
show.  Youth up to 18 years of age, their families and all educators are welcome to visit their 

booth for free stamps, supplies and educational projects.  YSC will answer questions for adults 
new to stamp collecting.  For more YSC information, contact Carol Edholm at:

The dealers will be from the three coastal states as well as Nevada and Montana.  The stamp 

exhibit is a qualified WSP exhibition.  The Grand Award exhibit will be announced at a banquet 
Saturday night and will be eligible to be entered in the Champion of Champions competition at 

the American Philatelic Society’s Stamp Show – this year being held at Hartford, CT.
